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This project is an initial study of anarchism and its educational implications.
William Godwin, a pioneer of anarchism, anticipating John Stuart Mill, is the main
focus of this study.

Being an initial study of anarchism, this study consists of four parts. In the first
part, an outline of anarchist ideas is sketched. Secondly, an account is given on the
historical development of anarchism. Thirdly, some important figures in the
development of anarchism are introduced; they are William Godwin, Max Stirner,
Josiah Warren, Benjamin R. Tucker, J. Proudhon, Michael Bakunin, and Peter
Kropotokin. In the final part, William Godwin’s two main works — Enquiry Concerning
Palitical Justice and The Enquirer: Reflections on Education, Manners, and Literature
—are given an detailed account and Godwin’s account of education is particularly
emphasi zed.
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
