Abstract

This study collects and classifies the types of children’s probability misconceptions
from the literatures about children’s probability conceptions. And we mentioned some
researches about how to overcome the misconceptions. At the end, we recommended several
implications from this study as follows: 1) adopting problem posing instead of explaining
the strategies of problem solving, 2) demonstrating probability models, or designing
concrete activities of teaching probability for children, 3) putting some probability contexts
about misconceptions in the course, and 4) taking attention of teaching materials about the

order of fraction, proportion and probability.
