Abstract 
 

Through stratified random sampling and the theory of consumer behavioral 
satisfaction, the present study is to analyze 464 grade 3-6 students’ satisfaction with the 
swimming teaching implemented at Taipei Municipal Min Quan Primary School 
during the academic year 2005. In terms of students’ different backgrounds, this 
research investigates (1) the differences of students’ satisfaction with school swimming 
teaching and (2) the factors of satisfaction. It is hoped that the results of the study can 
serve as an example of school swimming teaching in the future. Using a questionnaire 
survey, this study has found that the primary factors of students’ satisfaction with 
swimming teaching include teacher’s instruction, peer relationship, facilities, security, 
and hygiene. In addition, the entire sampled students, i.e. 464 students, and those 
students who did not make progress, were satisfied more with such factors as security, 
teacher’s instruction, and peer relationship, than with facilities. The least satisfactory 
factor was hygiene. Moreover, the present study has found that the satisfaction with 
teacher’s instruction and facilities among grade 3-4 students was higher than that 
among grade 6 students.
